She has presented her stories on 
NPR’s “Weekend All Things Considered” and performed at Beyond the 
Border International Storytelling Festival at Donat’s Castle in Wales; the 
Kennedy Center in Washington; the National Storytelling Festival in 
Jonesborough, TN; the New Victory Theater on Broadway; and at the 2001, 
2002 (where Deedy gave the Friday night keynote to an audience that 
included President and Mrs. Bush), and 2003 National Book Festivals in 
Washington, D.C.

The award-winning storyteller and author of numerous best-selling books 
for children draws from her love of laughter, Cuban folklore, family and café 
cubano in her newest picture book, Martina, the Beautiful Cockroach.  The 
book recently won the Pura Belpre award, which is presented to a 
Latino/Latina writer and illustrator whose work best portrays, a�rms, and 
celebrates the Latino cultural experience in an outstanding work of 
literature for children and youth.
